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1. The Ministry of Basic, Higher and Technical Education (MBHTE), through the Bureau of
Physical Education and Sports Development (BPESD) is now in full swing in preparing for
the 2023 BARMMAA Meet.

2. To ensure the effective and successful staging of the annual scholastic multi-sports
competition following its three-year postponement due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the
MBHTE encourages all schools divisions to hold Division Meet from January to February to
select potential players/athletes to comprise their delegations to Regional Athletic Meet.

3. The MBHTE will follow the presented eligibility cut-off for athletes during the Palarong
Pambansa Planning Conference that are eligible to compete in Palarong Pambansa 2023:

a. Elementary - January 1, 2010
b. Secondary - January 1, 2005

4. Division Sports Officers, through the Schools Sports Coordinators, are encouraged to form
School Sports Club as one of the requirements for athletes and coaches to qualify and
participate in the upcoming 2023 BARMMAA Meet.

5. All sports events played in the 2020 BARMMAA Meet with its related general and technical
guidelines shall remain in effect unless otherwise amended, modified, or revised.

6. Schools Division Offices shall appoint a Division Screening and Accreditation Committee
(DSAC) to verify the authenticity of the student-athletes and coaches’ legal documents
prior to the conduct of the Division Meet.

7. The MBHTE Personnel are strictly prohibited to collect any financial contribution from the
learners and teachers prior to and during the conduct of any activities related to the
Division Meets.
