All the participating individuals will be singing the same piece "Bangsamoro Hymn"
with a maximum performance of three (3) minutes. Point penalties shall be
subtracted from a non-compliant choir's raw score per adjudicator as follows:

e More than 30 seconds over time allotted - 1 point
e One (1) to two (2) minutes overtime allotted - 2 points
e More than two (2) minutes overtime allotted - 3 points

. Participating individuals must wear cultural atftire during the competition. Minimal

choreography may be allowed as long as the movements form an integral part of
the piece (e.g., clapping, foot stomp, body percussion).

Accompaniment is limited to only one tuned instrument.
